Code of Conduct

1. This Code of Conduct applies equally to all swimmers, coaches, teachers, officials and poolside helpers, and is based on the ASA Code of Ethics.

4. All training sessions will be under the control of the Club Coach or nominated deputy, who will be responsible for training and safety.  All poolside rules and instructions will be obeyed.

5. Whilst at Open Meets and Galas, as a member of Mildenhall Sharks Swimming Club, I will act in a responsible, considerate and polite manner at all times.

6. I understand that failure to comply with this Code of Conduct could lead to suspension from the club and ultimately to expulsion from the club.
